ORANGE COUNTY PANTERAS TOUR PLANES 

OF FAME MUSEUM IN CHINO

If it had been staged to mesmerize, it worked!  A 

perfectly restored P-51 Mustang war plane was 

positioned just inside of the large, partially-opened 

hanger.  At its nose, four enormous blades that spin 

to pull the aircraft over 430 miles per hour reflected 

the harsh sunlight seeping into the hanger.  That 

sunlight also revealed a highly polished skin of a 



perfectly proportioned shape.  The P-51 is arguably 

one of the most beautiful aircraft ever produced, but 

this example puts the others down a notch. 

Chapter members of Orange County Panteras were 

gathering to start a tour of the Planes of Fame 

Museum in Chino, California, when the tour guides 

had to deflect questions about the plane.  A 

confidentiality agreement between the Museum and 

the plane’s owner kept the guides from revealing 

details.  We were only told that the owner was a 

celebrity with “deep pockets.”  

The day began with a spirited drive through Carbon 

Canyon in Brea, ending at Flo’s Airport Café at the 

Chino Airport for breakfast.  Certainly not gourmet, 

but every one of Flo’s many dining choices will 

satisfy and never leave you hungry. 

At the museum, each of the aircraft was notable, 

each with a fascinating history.  Very capable tour 

guides described specific facts of their purpose, 



 

accomplishments and characteristics.  Included in 

the collection was an accurate reproduction of the 

Wright brothers’ first plane, “Flyer 1.”  Also included 

was a P-47 Thunderbolt, a P-38 Lighting in the 

process of restoration, the only Northrop Flying 

Wing, a P-40 of the Flying Tigers, a walk-through of 

a B-17, a Japanese Zero and a Boeing P-26 

Peashooter, the latter being the first American all-

metal production fighter aircraft named for its 

diminutive size.  All together, there are 

approximately 150 aircraft, about 30 flyable. 

Great day!  Great company!  Great fun! ...........and 

breakfast.
